to Palmucci he wites tha in ORome
there is no inbrmation as to wo
painted ny Madonna.The one vino
added the halice is Signor BzziO
Probably St. Gaspar also hado®zi
add the glden gwn of the Inant,
whose innocent and tender little lyod
was estoed to its aginal form dur
ing the estoation caried out in 1984.
The painting is #ributed to Pmpeo
Batoni (1708-1787)during his youth-
ful period. Baoni produced the paint
ing of the Sa@d Hear venegted in
Rome a&the dwrch of the Gese.

Saint Gaspar hadsal copies of the
painting madedr his missionades. He
did not want them to have other

images painted and then usear fthe
missions. In a letter of 1uly 1836 to
Don Oiazio Bracaglia he wites with

CRITERIA FOR RENEWAL
OF DEVOTION TO MARY

In 1974,Pope RuwlVI issued a beauti
ful and dallengng goostolic exhorta

tion to encouage renaval of devotion

to the BlesseW®irgin Mary in the post
Vatican Council Il peod. Its Lain

title, Marialis Cultus,is usualy trans

lated To Honor Mary. In this docu

ment, Christians ae encouaged to
Ogruine cedive actvityOin degen

ing their love for Mary. Religous fam

ilies in paticular ae called to upde

and enev their devotion to her

Part one of the document deals with

the place of Mar in liturgy. Part two
sets brth seven pinciples or citeria
for renaval of devotion to May: it is
to beTrinitarian, Christological, ecde-
sial, biblical, liturgical, ecumenicalijn
accod with the tadition of the burch,
and anthropolaically sound. In
reflecting on OVoman of the Ne
Covenant) it seems appropiiate to

examine this title in the light of these

criteria gven by Pope Rl VI for
renaval of devotion to Mary.
